What are the qualifications to make the “Gotham Gators” swim team?

We have two levels of Swim Team.

 The Gator “Pre-Swim Team” is designed for swimmers that want to experience some competitive internal meets and still have the guidance of closely held learning sessions.  For kids who know how to swim and want to get better without making an every day commitment to practices.  Swimmers must demonstrate coordinated ability in 3 of the 4 major strokes – freestyle, backstroke and breaststroke. They must also be able to swim at least 3 uninterrupted laps. Practices consist of developing these strokes, developing coordinated butterfly, as well as racing dives and flip turns. 

The Gators “Swim Team” is like the Pre- Swim Team, but swimmers can also swim multiple laps without stopping (minimum of 10), have intermediate coordination of all strokes and use rhythmic breathing. These swimmers have a good understanding of flips turns and racing dives.

The Swim Team has six internal meets an academic year. All team members are expected to complete in at least four of the six to maintain eligibility. Because our meets are held as “inter-squad” events, races are against team members of the same ability making them a lot of fun and competitive. This ensures confidence and builds their self-esteem as they showcase their talents in front of friends and family.
